LRA Scholarship Guidelines

The Louisiana Reading Association (LRA) shall award 2 scholarships of $500 each annually.  The purpose of these scholarships is to improve the quality of education in the state of Louisiana and to encourage professional growth of those in the areas of reading, literacy, or a closely related field at the graduate or undergraduate level.  Every effort will be made to award scholarships with consideration for geographic location.  Special consideration will be given to applicants who have served their local council and/or the Louisiana Reading Association.

 

The applicant must:
· be a current member of a local reading council, the Louisiana Reading Association for a minimum of at least two (2) years.
· pursue coursework in the field of education (may be outside the College of Education) within an accredited Louisiana college/university.
· share his/her knowledge and expertise within the LRA membership through one of the following: presentation at a LRA local council meeting, submission of a written article for publication, or presentation at LRA Leadership Training or LRA Conference. 
· forward a letter of application to the Scholarship Committee Chair (see below for details).
· be committed to teaching in the state of Louisiana.

 

Previous recipients may reapply, but are ineligible in the year following their award.
 

Interested persons should complete a letter of application and forward one letter of recommendation from their department head, dean, faculty advisor or instructor stating their acceptance into the education, related program or course and any other information that may be helpful toward consideration for the scholarship. 
 

A letter of application should include the following:
· Name, physical and email addresses, local council name, qualifications, and justification for receiving this scholarship.

· A résumé.

· Upon review of all applications by the Scholarship Committee, proposed recipients will be presented for approval by the LRA Board of Directors. Once approved, the recipient(s) will be contacted by mail, email and telephone.

· Proof of registration and course grade will be required before scholarship funds are awarded.

· Scholarship funds are available for Summer, Fall, and Spring, and may be awarded retroactively.
